Intensive Phonics Class

Developing Independent Readers

At SLK Learning Center, all ESL students, pre-kinder through
adult, work on some form of phonics, phonetics, or pronunciation
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skills as part of their program. Our phonics curriculum is taught primarily to Pre-
Kindergarten and Kindergarten students to prepare them to read and write; however,
older children can also benefit, particularly if they are E.S.L. students.

We use a multi-sensory approach to teaching phonics and reading, emphasizing the
sequence of phonetic and structural analysis, which will enable students to become
independent readers. Our phonics instructors provide a fast, accurate oral practice of
phonetic skills, and an excellent review of the concepts introduced in the Phonics
curriculum. The concepts taught in our phonics class include: the alphabet, letter
sounds, letter blends, and word parts (prefixes and suffixes). For more information
about our classes, call our office or stop in to pick up an information packet.
